Most of these assessments are timed, and require a great deal of directions
from staff. If your son/daughter arrives to school late, they will not be able to take the tests that day. I want to thank all of you

that have made an effort to support us by getting you

support us during testing to ensure that your children have an opportunity to show us how much they have learned. Finally, it is
very important that children have a healthy breakfast each morning. If your child does not eat breakfast at school, remind him/
her to eat breakfast prior to coming to school.

Organization — The 6™ grade and 7™ grade teams are trying to work on organization and are asking that parents assist
their children with this. Please make sure that your child has all necessary school supplies and that these supplies are in good
shape. Students need a binder with either folders or dividers for each subject, loose leaf paper, pens and pencils, their planner,
and notebooks. Check to see if they have run out of these items or if they have become a little worn and need replacing. Also,
if you notice that your <child‘s binder is messy, pt
during lunch to help your child organize his or her binder.

Test and Project Dates — Ask your child about due dates of upcoming tests and projects and consider placing these
dates on a calendar to help your child keep track.

Homework — Students should have homework every night. In the event that your child does not have homework on a
particular night, then he or she should, at the very least, read for 20 minutes (and, in fact, students should read 20 minutes
every night). Review of concepts taught during class, even if no specific homework was assigned, is another way that a student
might spend homework time.
